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General

The purpose of this policy is twofold. The primary objective is to ensure safety of laboratory staff in the 2nd Floor laboratory by providing staff with appropriate laboratory gowns and outlining how these must be used. A second important objective is to reduce possible cross-contamination between laboratory areas by providing separate laboratory gowns for each area. Note that further protective clothing may be needed for certain activities as outlined in University Policy on Personal Protective Equipment.

- White Howie style laboratory coats/gowns must be worn at all times in the laboratory

- Coats must be worn buttoned up

- Coats must be removed on leaving the laboratory prior to washing hands

- Coats with different colour sleeve tabs are provided to reduce contamination between areas.

RED coats are worn in the molecular biology area

PURPLE coats are worn in the RMLM area

YELLOW coats are worn in the tissue culture area

BLUE coats are worn in the general lab area

- Coats must be changed on moving from one area to another

- Areas where white coats are to be worn will be indicated by blue “Lab coats must be worn in this area” signs

- UNDER NO CIRCUMSTANCES ARE LABORATORY COATS TO BE WORN OUTSIDE THE LABORATORY.
